Cleaning of the
Exterior of the Church

We have a beautiful church,
inside and outside. But there is
much necessary maintenance to
keep this church clean. The
challenge with the outside is all
the dirt and pollution that accu-
mulates on the stonework. If one
does not clean it regularly, then
the expense of cleaning becomes
higher with the possibility that if
we wait too long, the dirt will
not come off. The cost to clean
the exterior was $25,000. This is
approximately 80% of the ven-
dor’s actual cost. See the before
and after pictures of the church.

El Espiritu Actia en las Personas y en las Comunidades

“Como el Padre me ha enviado, asi también os envio yo.
Recibid el Espiritu Santo,” dijo Jesus. La efusion que se dio en
la tarde de la resurreccion se repite en el dia de Pentecostés,
reforzada por extraordinarias manifestaciones exteriores. La
tarde de Pascua Jesus se aparece a sus discipulos y sopla sobre
ellos su Espiritu; en la mafiana de Pentecostés la efusion se
produce de manera fragorosa, como un viento que se abate
impetuoso sobre la casa e irrumpe en las mentes y en los
corazones de los Apostoles. En consecuencia reciben una
energia tal que los empuja a anunciar en diversos idiomas el
evento de la resurreccion de Cristo. Junto a ellos estaba Maria,
la Madre de Jesus, la primera discipula, y alli Madre de la
Iglesia naciente. Con su paz, con su sonrisa, con su maternidad,
acompafiaba el gozo de la joven Esposa, la Iglesia de Jests. La
Palabra de Dios nos dice que el Espiritu actua en las personas y
en las comunidades que estan colmadas de ¢él, las hace capaces
de recibir a Dios. A los Apostoles, incapaces de soportar el
escandalo de la pasion de su Maestro, el Espiritu les dara una
nueva clave de lectura para introducirles en la verdad y en la
belleza del evento de la salvacion. Estos hombres, antes
asustados, encerrados en el cenaculo para evitar las
consecuencias del viernes santo, ya no se avergonzaran de ser
discipulos de Cristo, ya no temblaran ante los tribunales
humanos. Gracias al Espiritu Santo del cual estan llenos, ellos
comprenden toda la verdad, esto es: que la muerte de Jestis no
es su derrota, sino la expresion extrema del amor de Dios.
Amor que en la Resurreccion vence a la muerte y exalta a Jesus
como el Sefior, el Redentor del hombre, el Sefior de la historia
y del mundo. Y esta realidad, de la cual ellos son testigos, se
convierte en Buena Noticia que se debe anunciar a todos.
